FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE
1.) Navy Federal Credit Union is offering eligible members that may be impacted by paycheck disruptions during the shutdown maximum $6,000 loans based on how much the last eligible direct deposit was.

2.) PenFed Credit Union is offering paycheck protection loans, payment skips and assistance for home loans.

3.) USAA is helping members with 0% interest loans up to $6,000, and special payment arrangements for auto and property insurance premiums as well as life and health insurance.

4.) First Command is offering a 0% annual percentage rate pay advance loan with no fees or interest charges.

5.) Truist Bank – Customers with direct deposit accounts may also be eligible for cash advances for the immediate future. www.truist.com 

6.) The Federal Employee Education & Assistance Fund has both an Emergency Hardship Loan program and Shutdown Grants available for qualifying full-time federal civilian employees. 

7.) BeneFeds provides information for employees leaving the federal workforce on managing benefits as they transition from federal service.

UTILITIES
1.) Washington Gas has energy assistance to help manage gas bills for those who have fallen behind. The Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program, or LIHEAP, provides grants to help families pay for their gas bills. The program application reopened Wednesday through the Department of Energy and Environment.
2.) WSSC will temporarily suspend water service turnoffs and waive late fees for federal employees impacted by government shutdown. The Get Current program, which offers forgiveness for a portion of a customer’s bill, and which was to have wrapped up at the end of October, is being extended by a month.
3.) PEPCO is offering Pepco has expanded support available during the federal government shutdown. 
4.) BGE provides expanded bill payment assistance options for federal workers affected by the shutdown to help manage energy bills and prevent service interruptions. BGE has a self-service Assistance Finder.
5.) SMECO is offering extended payment arrangements, waiving otherwise applicable late payment fees and suspending disconnections for residential members who may be experiencing hardship due to the shutdown.   
6.) Verizon is offering payment relief for federal workers impacted by the government shutdown. 
7.) Dominion Energy has bill payment assistance eligible for people facing hardships. 
8.) The Federal Employee Education & Assistance Fund is offering microgrants of $150 to support federal employees impacted by shutdown to cover essentials like groceries, gas, diapers, and other basic necessities. 
9.) The Low-Income Home Energy Assistance program (LIHEAP) can help pay heating and cooling bills. 
10.) The Virginia Energy Assistance Program provides heating assistance during the winter months to income-eligible households.

CAR REPAIRS

These vehicles do not need to have been purchased from a Koons dealership. Any furloughed government employee that owns a Ford, Lincoln or Mazda is eligible. The service includes: full oil change, tire rotation, multi-point inspection with technician video, and digital winter-readiness inspection report.
